to fifth grade, with Scouts including students through
twelfth grade. There is a recruiting event for the

Scouts at the local pool this evening. As of last year,
girls are able to join the Scouts as well with the goal

being to have 1/3 of the troop girls eventually.

Jamie talked about the fact that Cub Scouts is made
up of dens, with four to five kids in each den. They
participate in a number of different adventures
which are selected by the leaders, including hiking,
camping, as well as touring the local YMCA and fire
station. Many of these adventures involve a
community service focus, including trash pick-up,
making adaptive toys, helping at the Central Missouri
Food Bank, and caroling at local nursing facilities.
Scouts also have the opportunity to attend summer
camp at Camp Hahn, on the Lake of the Ozarks near
Laurie, MO.

Danny shared that the Optimists have a symbiotic
relationship with the troop, providing support, but not
controlling the decisions that the troop makes.
Scouting aims to build character, citizenship, personal
fitness, and leadership. The Scouts use eight methods
to promote these skills. The older Scouts are led by
the Scouts themselves, with elections for leaders and
decisions about what the troops want to do being
made by the Scouts. Every year the troop allows
Scouts between the ages of 14-18 to at one of the
four High Adventure bases, with rotation so Scouts
have the opportunity to attend all.

Jamie and Danny recently returned from Wood
Badge, a five-day national leadership training
program through Scouting America available to all
leaders to enhance leadership skills and
understanding of the Scouting program. They set a
goal to provide a high-quality Troop/Pack for all youth
in the Southern Boone area. They will coordinate with
the Optimist club sports program, schools, and
churches to reach out to students.

After Danny finished his part of the presentation, he
drew for the Attendance drawing, Ken Bishop could
have walked away with riches, but with his absence,
Bruce Glascock had the chance to say, "It pays to
attend!"
